The United Nations Human Rights Committee (HRC)
General background
The HRC is a United Nations body that monitors the implementation of the International Covenant on Civil and political rights. The committee meet in Geneva or New York and all state parties are obliged to submit regular reports to the HRC. The Committee examines the reports and addresses its concerns and recommendations to the state party. 
The Committee can also consider inter-state complaints and they can decide in cases referred to them by individuals over violations of the Covenant.
