The African Commission on Human and Peoples Rights 
General information
The African Commission on Human and Peoples Rights is ensuring the promotion and protection of human and peoples rights throughout the African continent. Its headquarter is in Banjul, in the Gambia.  The African Commission was established by the African Charter on Human and Peoples Rights which came into force in 1986. 
If a state party of the African Charter has good reasons to believe that an other state party of the Charter has violated the provisions, may it refer the matter to the Commission. A person or an organisation can also complain to the Commission, but in that case the Commission only tries the matter if the majority of its member states requests it to try the case. Both African and international persons, private or public, can complain. It is important to notice that the Commission only tries a case if all the local remedies are exhausted. The African Commission can not try a complaint that has already been settled by another international body. 
The mandate of the Commission is quasi-judicial and its final recommendations are not legally binding. There is no mechanism to compel the states to abide the recommendations, but it remains on the good will of the member states.
