The International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda (ICTR)
General background

The Security Council acted under chapter VII of the United Nations Charter when they created the ICTR by resolution 955 in 1994. The seat of the Tribunal is located in Arusha, in the United Republic of Tanzania.  
The ICTR has jurisdiction over crimes committed by Rwandans in the territory of Rwanda and in the territory of neighbouring States. It can only try crimes that were committed between 1 January and 31 December 1994. It also has authority to try non-Rwandan citizens for crimes committed in Rwanda during this period of time. The crimes that can be tried are genocide, crimes against humanity and violations of the Geneva Convention.
