The International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY)
General background

The ICTY was established by the United Nation Security Council resolution 827 in 1993 as a response on the serious violations of international humanitarian law committed in the former Yugoslavia since 1991. It is located in the Hague in the Netherlands.
The Tribunal has authority to try breaches of the 1949 Geneva Convention, violations of the laws of war, genocide and crimes against humanity committed in the former Yugoslavia since 1991. It can only prosecute natural persons, not organisations or other legal subjects. The ICTY has concurrent jurisdiction towards the national courts over the crimes mentioned above. The ICTY can however claim primacy over national courts and may take over national prosecutions at any stage, if it is in the interest of international justice.
