The Court of Justice of the European Communities (ECJ) 
The ECJ is situated in Luxembourg and it is the supreme guardian of the European Community law. It is the responsibility of the Court to ensure that the law is observed and national courts may, and sometimes must, turn to the ECJ and ask for a preliminary ruling in a specific matter. The ECJ can by a preliminary ruling clarify whether national legislation complies with the Community law or not.
The ECJ can settle disputes between the member states, between one member state and one EC-institution, between EC-institutions, and between EC-institutions and companies or individuals if a ruling from the Court of First Instance has been appealed.
