The European Committee of Social Rights (ECSR)


The ECSR checks whether member states honour their undertakings under the European Social Charter or not. The European Social Charter was created within the Council of Europe and sets out rights and freedoms and the supervisory procedures guaranteeing their respect by the state parties. All Europeans share these rights under the Charter and they affect every aspect of daily life, including housing, health, education, employment, social protection, personal travel and non-discrimination. The state parties report every year on their implementation of the Charter in law and in practice and the ECSR examines the reports. 



Complaints of violations of the Charter may be lodged with the Committee. The ECSR examines the complaint and declares it admissible if it meets the formal requirements and then it decides the case.
